ALESMA is funded through student tuition and fees. We make every effort to ensure that no child is denied an opportunity to participate due to financial hardship. As parents of students enrolled in ALESMA, in addition to supporting your child’s music education, you also become a member of ALESMA and are encouraged to attend our meetings.  ALESMA meetings are open to all parents!  ALESMA meets in the auditorium at the school at 6:30 pm on the second Tuesday in September, November, January, March, May and June.
